1315(pt.) of village Wagholi. Tal. Haveli, Dist. Pune excluding the land reserved for reservation No. 16
Hospital and Medical College (MCH) and Development plan roads shown in the PMRDA Development
Plan, published on dated 02nd August 2021, is changed from Agriculture /No Development Zone to
Residential Zone (as shown on plan) subject to the following conditions.

Conditions :—
i) Land Owner/Developer shall get the layout of the land approved from the Pune Metropolitan Region
Development Authority as per the sanctioned Development Control Regulations.

i) Land Owner / Developer shall develop internal roads, open space(s), amenity space(s) at his
own cost. It shall be necessary for him to provide compound wall around open space(s) and amenity
space(s).

iif) All the necessary basic infrastructure for civic amenities such as potable and sufficient water
supply, sewerage system, solid waste management, waste water treatment plant etc. required for the
development of the said lands under modification shall be made available by the Land Owner / Developer
at his own cost.

iv). In the amenity space, development / construction of amenity shall be made by the Land Owner
Developer as suggested by the Pune Metropolitan Region Development Authority.

B After completion of 40 per cent of Sale of 50 per cent of the total plots
Civic Amenities. shall be permissible.

C  After completion of 60 per cent of Sale of 75 per cent of the total plots
Civic Amenities. shall be permissible.

D After completion of 80 per cent of Sale of 90 percent of the total plots
Civic Amenities. shall be permissible.

E After completion of 100 per cent of Sale of 100 percent of the total plots
Civic Amenities. shall be permissible.

If Group Housing Scheme is proposed in the layout then the stages of development of civic amenities
and permissible sale of tenements shall be as mentioned in the table hereinabove and Occupation
Certificate shall not be given unless civic amenities specified by Pune Metropolitan Region Development
Authority are fully developed.

In case of non-compliance, Layout and Non-Agricultural permission shall be liable to be cancelled.

vi) Development shall not be permissible on any land having slope equal to or steeper than 1:5 and
no such land shall be considered for development nor shall the FSI of such land be permissible.

vii) It shall be binding on the Land Owner / Developer to provide approach road of requisite width as
per the Regulations at his own cost.

viii) Land Owner / Developer shall construct any building / construction in such a way that it shall not
obstruct the natural course of the water of the existing nala passing through the said lands.

ix) Land Owner / Developer shall not construct the compound wall on the boundary of nala without
obtaining the building permission from the Competent Authority after finalization of the boundaries
of the said lands as per the N.A. Order.

x) The remaining lands from the proposed modification for which the requisite fee and premium if
not deposited by the concern land owners up to dated 31st May 2025 then such lands are deemed
to be deleted from the process of modification and considered to be included in Agricultural and
No development zone.
